A former child television star, Moore is riding on the cusp of the “cougar
phenomenon” that is starting to grip the country. Books have been written about it and
TV news and talk shows have begun to focus attention to it.

What is a ‘cougar'? According to Moore, a single mother of two teenaged
daughters, “A ‘cougar’ is an older woman who seeks the pleasurable company of
younger men. | see it as a metaphor for female empowerment. The ‘cougar’ is a woman
who has overcome sexual taboos and now lives her life to the fullest.”

Moore’s theory is supported by statistics indicating that the number of mature
women with younger men in our society has soared in the last 25 years from 15% to
30% - as evidenced by such bold-faced couples as Demi Moore and Ashton Kutcher,
Courtney Cox and David Arguette, Madonna and Guy Richie and longtime

companions Susan Sarandon and Tim Robbins.

Moore uses her experiences as a child performer on the popular children’s TV
series “Zoom,” her life as a single mother to two teenage daughters, and her discovery
about being a ‘cougar’ after her divorce as a backdrop for spiritual awakening in “The
Cougar Cabaret” which displays her development into a confident, adult woman whose
mature beauty and brains are magnets for young hunks in their 20’s. "It's a new
experience and like most contemporary women my age, it's fun and exciting.

Her new show features original music and comedy and in the hands of her new
director, Robert Brink, has her well on the way to a new career on the Off Broadway or
Broadway stage.

Brink has directed extensively in regional theaters from Maine to Seattle and for
two years served as Resident Director at the Barter Theatre in Virginia.

His many
movie and T.V. credits as a composer/lyricist include the title song for the Doris Day
starrer, “Do Not Disturb”, songs in three Elvis Presley movies and “The Tra La La Song”
for the hit cartoon series” The Banana Splits”. He is co-writer of “Keep America
Beautiful” for the environmental organization and hopes to contribute to the beautifying
of America with his work, sense of humor, mind and heart.
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
